Hay Yields are Low

The yields in the prairie bhaling sce-
tion of southeastern Ransas are not
up to normal this year The tendency
has been for the yields to get lower in
that section for several years, and the
drouth of last year did much to injure
the roots, and to lower the yiclds still
more. The golden days of prairie hay
baling in Kansas have gone; southeast-
orn Kansas never will make the progress
it should until it quits extensive prairie
hay shipping, and uses the feed for farmn
animals.

More money could be made in the
prairie hay section of Kansas. take
Woodson eounty as an example, if more
of the grass were fed to cattle, instead
of being shipped on the market. This
hay business is a delusion and a snare
all the way along the line. Some of
the large operators who handle many
thousands of tons make fair profits
sometimes, but the average worker does
not do so well; he usually does not make
so much money as he would if he should
spend the time on his farm that he
uses in working in the hay camps.

It is true that a man who is work-
ing with a hay baling crew can make
fair wages while the outfit is running—
the trouble comes in the outfit not run-
ning enough, More than this a farmer
is encouraged to

hay baling tends to lower corn yields.

A system of hay farming is not per-
manent: it can lead only to soil ex
haustion. Most of the land from which
the hay is baled is not naturally very
fertile: mueh of it is formed largely
from the decay of sandstone and shale.
If the grass is used in the production
of livestock, however, and if all the
manure is carefully returned to the soil,

Winkler, Kan. :

I suppress the name of the writer at his request
although I can think of no reason why the author
of so sensible a letter should suppress his name, In
regard fo & county adviser or county agent, his value
will depend on two things; first, his own ability to
give practical instruction, and second, en the co-oper-
ation of the farmers themselves,

If the adviser is a mere impractical theorist or if
he lacks judgment and tact, then the farmers will
be better off without him. If on the other hand,
he is really an expert, a practical expert, and if he
has the good sense to adapt himself to the needs of
the farmers of the locality in which he is located
he will be worth many times his salary.

Of course, X is right about the benefit of co-0p-
eration. The farmers ought to have an organiza-
tion at the producing ‘and selling end of the line.
A thoroughly intelligent and wide-awake county
agent could render great service by keeping posted
right up to the minute on the markets and in hunt-
ing up new markets for the productions of the far-
mers of the organization he represented, so that
the productions could always be sold to the best
advantage: There are a hundred ways in which a
real practical expert could be of great advantage.

Of course, if an® adviser has only theory without
practical experience he”will probably be of very
little, if any, value.

The Small Farm Again

Now in regard to how Mr, Tyson can increase his
incoms from his farm, I would not presume to make
any definite statement, not knowing the character
of his land nor the difficulty in marketing his erop.
If for example, he has a good market for milk, I
believe that with the right kind of milk cows he
could clear up more than $3,000 per annum from
his forty acre farm, but hemay be so located thab
that is out of the question. With reasonably good
luck I believe he could eclean up between two and
three thousand dollara per annum with sheep and
hnﬁuﬂ and pouliry as a side line,

Another Miner Gives His Opinion

Editor The Farmers Mail and Breeszs—I note

t B, J. Leonard, ting on Colorado labor
war in a recent issue of your excellent paper, says
that your opinion is based on reports sent out by
the-anarchistic press bureau. The tone of Brother
Leonard's letter would indicate that he believes
those who differ from his opinion are either nani
anarchists or ho, ly ignorant, Yet he says,
do believe In r play. believe if you will ask
a hundred men If the‘{ belleve in falr play each of
them will say yes, and it matiers not whether they
are strikers or mine owners.

Now, for instance, Brother Leonard tells all the
good he can on the one side and all the bad he
can on'the other and yet says, “I belleve in fair
play.” The Appeal to ason, on the other hand,
tells us that the strikers are in the right and the
mine owners wrong and they too would *like to
see fair glay."

In speaking of Governor Ammons, Brother Leon-
ard says: “His only weakness was in being too
fair with this criminal organization of miners.”
Now 1f we believe in falr play it seems to me we
should be just as fair to miners as to any ome
else, The trouble is that we usually think that
all who differ from us are unfair.

The first dollar I ever earned as a wage worker
was in a coal mine at Pleasanton, Kan, at the age
of eleven years. I have dug coal in Colorado and
worked In -the quartz mines in the same state. I
never belonged to any labor organization but I
have worked with miners and have not found them
to be more criminal than other classes. I believe
the court records will show as large a per cent of
crime among mine owners as among miners, It is
just as natural for a miner with $I to want $2 as
for a mine owner with 1 million dollars to want 2
million. I have noticed that men working for $3
a day were as likely to strike as men who were
working for §2 a day. In almost any vocation the
man who draws only $1.60 a day works more hours
for his pay than the man who draws §4 or $56 a
day. It is to the interest of the employer to get

all the work he can for the least money and It is -

to the interest of the emploved to get as much
money as paossible for his labor, Thus we have
two interests that conflict with each other,

In the course of time these conflicting interests
rubbing against each other make a sore on the
industrial body. This conflict between irreconell-
able interests can, in my judgment, best be stopped
and the sore healed by government ownership as
that would make each worker a partner.

During the 130 {ears that our post office depart-
ment has been doing business there has never been
a strike and the postal employes are not-the best
pald men in the United States either. If the infor-
mation I have is correct Switzerland was among
the first to try government ownership of publle
utilities and that it has proved a success ls shown
by the fact that they have no labor WATS, no stand-
ing army and that it is Switzerland’s  boast today
that she has nelther a pauper nor & milliona‘re.

Prairie Hay Is Not Profitable At Present Prices -

Gridley, Kan, 5

HE birds are taking advantage of
the ripening of our
peaches, and from all appearances

are running low-rate excursions from all
points west to the Rocky . Mountains,
This morning we had to pick all but one
tree to save them from the birds, Their

Corn is earing well and ‘does not as
yet, July 25, show a sign of dry weath-
er, but most farmers are getting anxious
to see another rain. Affer the experi-
ence of last year they do not like to see
things get even s little bit dry. We
made a trip over one of our corn fields
this morning and dug in all parts of the
field. Moisture was found close to the
top. A big spring that runs into the
creek from under this field is running
more water than it has in any summer-
since 1908,

We helped a neighbor to thresh flax
today. It was the best field in this lo-
cality, and it made but 6 bushels an
acre. It ripened fully and made no sec-

.ond growth after the rains of July 4.

Some flax in this neighborhood is not.cut
yet, and it appears greener than it was
two weeks -ago. This is caused by the
second growth, which in most cases prac-
tically ruins flax. Flax has not made a
full crop here since .1910, and we doubt if
there has been a field of it raised here
since that time that has paid expenses.
We understand that $1.256 a bushel is
being paid for it at local markets.

The weather forecast this morning
says “possible showers for eastern Kan-
sas.” If they do not come, and there is
no sign of them, we will begin haying
Saturday. We hear many say, “That’s
an odd day to begin haying on,” but, the
facts are we have to hay when the baler
gets here, and the owner of the baler
works Saturday the same as any other
day. Haying is a quick job.when the
baling is- done from the windrow, and
the only bad feature of this method is
that one has to keep quite a lot cut
down ahead in order to keep the baler
going. If a rain comes one stands a
chance of getting a lot of hay wet. -

For baling from the windrow we are
this year paying $1.85 a ton, the man
doing the baling also doing the sweeping
in of the hay to the baler. He alsdAur-
nishes the wire and boards himself and
teams.. At the price now paid for good
prairie hay a man just about gets"what
his/hay costs him laid down at the car.
There is no profit in hay at present
prices. It has been many years since
hay was of so good a quality as it is
this year, and we have never seen the
color better. There are a few more
weeds than usual, but on the whole the
hay is the best in years.

There is a surplus of hay put up on the
farms here this year, and many of the
farmers are thinking of trying some
other ‘method of selling their crop be-
sides letting it go through the regular
course at Kansas City. If they could
sell direet to men who have to buy hay,
both parties could be” benefited. The
cost of selling, which is now higher than
ever, could be divided between buyer
and seller; the buyer would get his hay
for less and the seller would get more,

The actual cost of putting prairie hay
on track here this year will not fall be-
low $7 a ton, and in many cases it is
more. By the time this hay gets to
Kansas City at least $3 more a ton is

-added, which brings the cost up to $10

a ton. This is actual cost, and no man
likes to sell his product for that. The
man who works and sweats under a
Kansas sun putting up hay is entitled
to more than a bare living, If he could
sell his hay direct to the buyer he would
be able to make a small profit. Rather
than sell ‘on the present . Kansas. City

A case in question is our potato patch,
It ‘had been in clover or bluegrass since

-1906, and but few weeds had-grown there

gince that time. We plowed it up and
planted it to potatoes this spring, and
at once the careless weeds began to
grow. They were cut off twice with
hoes, but after every rain they would
keep ‘coming. The patch is now a sight.

One of the most entertaining corre-
spondents of any- country paper in Kan-
sas i8 A, Story, who writes from Route
7 to the Lyons Republican. In the last

interest on land valued at $60, $3.60;
taxes on one acre, 40 cents; total cost
of one acre of wheat $11.35.

We can find no fault with the esti-
mate of Mr. Story. In localities where
land is valued at $60 an acre the figure
given would perhaps be almost exactly
the ‘actual cost. In sections where land

sells for much less than $60 an acre the |

chance of failure of crops is much great-
er, and so it could very well happen that
the actual profit of raising wheat on
cheap land would be less than where the
cost is $11.35, provided an account was
made of the total yield for ten years.
In figuring the cost of any crop too
many men do not allow anything for in-
terest on the cost of the land, but if the
real cost is to be found this item must
always be included. No one would care
to plow, harrow and drill an acre of

‘wheat for any less than $2.05 an acre,

the amount stated by Mr. Story.

This week we, together with all our
neighbors who raised the crop, hauled
off our English bluegrass seed. We

know that the true name of this grass |=

is Meadow Fescue, but the name of Eng-
lish’ bluegrass has becomeé firmly estab-
lished in Kansas. In all the.fields of
this grass in this neighborhood there
was a very heavy growth of pepper grass
this spring, When rains came the blue-
grass grew up and overshadowed the
pepper grass, but it was there all the
time and made a big seed crop.- The
binder that cut the bluegrass cut off
the tops of the pepper grass, and so the
seed was threshed along with. the blue-
grass, ..The threshing machine does not
separate the two, but the pepper grass
is easily taken out by a fanning mill,
English’ bluegrass seed is houghf on a
basis of clean seed, and_a test of the
seed raised here showed that from 16 to
27 per cent of the product as it came
from the threshing machine was foreign
substance, most of which was pepper
grass. The price paid was $7.25 a hun-
dred pounds for clean seed.. On this
I_Ja sis-our bluegrass, which was new seed-
ing and which was manured -last fall,
brought us $24 an acre. - None of the seed

- 80ld here brought less than $11 an acre,

and this was from old seeding. We do
not think it' pays to let this crop stand
for seed/ for more than three years un-
less .it is given a coat of manure the
third year, after which it will produce
one more good seed crop. The seed was
all soid from this locality early, be-

This
is because there is a better understand-
ing of its use and limitations. Still
there ia much to learn. Actual experi-
ence has demonstrated that losses
amounting to millions of dollars canbe
prevented by - vaccination. It is true
that serious losses have followed vac-
¢ination and that the.use of virus in
localities where there were susceptib
herds has spread the disease, but these
losses are avoidable. :
Too often men who have given the
treatment have been careless and un-
elean in their work. The percentage of
Joss in such cases has been high, many
abscesses have developed, and some-
times these hogs have carried infection
to healthy herds. Some owners, too,
bave been inclined to rely entirely on
vaccination and have kept their hogs
in filth, disregarding the underlying
pringiples of sanitation and the gen-
eral health of the herd. The results
in such cases have shown that vaccin-
ation without sanitation is a sure road
to disaster.
The Dangerous Point.

It also has happened that heavy
Josses have followed the use of serum
and virus even when every recaution
was taken to prevent infection, while
doing the work, and when the best
methods of sanitation and feeding were
empioyed in the care of the herd. These
losses have been attrributed to serum
or virus carrying infection other than
cholera, or to serum lacking in po-
tency. One of the first essentials of
successful vaccination and immuniza-
tion is good serum and fresh virus.
Improvements constantly are being
made in methods of manufacture; and

HOG growers have more faith in the

the public demands products of better’

were first produced. Both
the virus should be of
bigh quality and standardized. To ob-
tain .this, all serum manufacturers
should be controlled by government li-
eense; and all serum and virus should
be produced under state or federal in-
gpection. This inspection should apply
to the care and management of the
hogs used, as well- as the laboratories.

The virus sent out from some serum
plants now is obtained from sick hogs
ihat are shipped to large packing cen-
ters. This is a doubtful practice and
ghould be stopped. The hogs from
which the virus is obtained may have
some other disease as well as cholera,
or they may not have cholera at all.
Every serum plant, for this reason,
ghould be compelled to produce the
virus it distributes, .

Few Enow How.

Trouble irom vaccination, according
to Dr. C. W. Hobbs of the Kansas Ex-
eriment stationm, usually is due to the
improper administration of serum and
" yirug; the poor condition of the herd;
or the use of too litile, orof impotent,
gerum. Dr. Hobbs _makes these 1lm-
portant suggestions to every man who
vaccinates hogs: !

“The condition of the herd should be
studied. A knowledge of the individ-
uality of the hog.is the key to success
in vaccination. The temperature of
every ho ghould be taken before it 18
yaccinated, If there is & temperature
higher than 104 degrees it should nob
be given virus. If any animals in the
herd gre unthrifty, have bad skin dis-
orders, or are wormy they should not
* be given  virus. Cholera is a bowel
trouble and when virus is injected into
wormy hogs there is sure to be a loss.
One should avoid giving virus in hot
summer months, especially to young
pigs, as the increased temperatures may
cause losses,

«There has been much discussion in
regard to the effect of vaccimation and
especially the use of virus on breeding
animals. Sows are just as healthy and
fecund after being immunized’ as_they
wore before provided the general up-
keep and sanitary conditions are a8
good. Tt is mot well to use virus on
pregnant Sows. Serum alone i8 safer.
Virus may be given, during the first
four weeks of pregnancy, with an in-
creased amount of serum if care is ex-
ercised when doing the work; but as

“It is considered that pigs from im-
mune sows will not contract cholera
while suckling if they are kept in clean,
uninfected surroundings. 1f the sow is
kept in dirty yards or pens there will
goon be trouble with the offspring. If
vaccination is mnecessary, suckling pigs
should be given serum alone. They can
be immunized after they are weaned
and 'weigh about 50 pounds.

“The care hogs receive both before
and after vaccination has much to do
with the success of the operation. They
should be taken off of a full feed four
or five days before they: are treated.
No corn or greasy, sloppy feed, such
as house slop or garbage, should be fed
during this time and until at least-10
days after treatment.

When the West
is compelled to put back in the
soil what thie wheat has taken
from it, we shall realize that
mere grain farming, at what~
ever price, is farming at a loss.

“Arrange some device for
hogs while they are bein vaccinated.
A simple and convenient evice can
made by nailing a 2 by 4 about 6 feet
long on the top of a fence about 3 feet
high, Two assistants easily can put
any hog, weighing from 50 to 130
pounds, on its belly, léngthwise, omn
this 2 by 4. The operator can vacein-
ate the animal very easily when it is
held in this manner. This method of
holding should mot be used for preg-
nant sows. These should be held in a
chute or with a rope, caught with a
slip noose, around the upper jaw.

Where to Inject It.

“The most suitable spot for the in-
jection of serum for hogs of all sizes
or ages, is the neck just back of the
ear. There is less danger of subse-
quent infection than there would ‘be if
the injection were made in the thigh
or ham. The place for the injection
should be prepared by rubbing it thor-
oughly with a brush or cloth that has
been dipped in some good antiseptie
golution. The compound cresol solution

holding the

is best. Too much liquid should motbe
msed. AIl scales, dirt, and loose hair
should be removed. The place where
the injection is to be made should be
wiped as dry as possible and painted
with tincture of iodine before the nee-
dle is inserted. The wound should be
touched with the tincture of iodine after
the needle is withdrawn to prevent infee-
tion. The hogs should be kept in good,
¢lean quarters after they are vaccinated,
and not permitted to wallow in ponds or
mudholes. If these precautions are
taken there is mo need of loss from
vaccination.” g

The greatest ohjection to immuniza-
tion for the prevention of cholera. is
that it is expensive and the disease
can mever be eradicated by this method.
By immunizing the hogs that are raised
year after year infection continunally is
being brought to the farm. The eost
of immunizing every pig raised will be
at least 50 cents mnot counting ihe
small per cent of loss that may be ex-
pected. If cholera can be prevented in
no other way the hogs should be im-
munized, but where serum and virus
are employed they should be used with
the aim of ultimately eradicating chol-
era from the community and state.

] Controlling Cholera.

Various plans have been suggested
for controlling and eradicating cholera.
The work still is in the experimental
stage, Some men urge the immuniza-
tion of every animal as theonly means
of prevention, while others of equal
gkill and practical experience recom-
mend the use of serum alone and sani-
tation. Dr. Hobbe suggests that all
breeding stock be immunized, and that
the control be handled with serum
alone. Aecording to this plan all stock
hogs shipped in or out should be vac-
cinated with serum alone. The same
method should apply to shotes, raised
on uninfected ground, that are to be
fed for market, If the pigs are run-
ning on infected ground they should be
immunized. Every farm should havea
?uarantine yard, provided with com-
ortable quarters, where all immuniza-
tion can be done, or if the herd is not
immune, where all hogs brought to the
farm can be quarantined for at least
50 days. Every hog brought in from
outside sources should be dipped as
soon as it is brought on the farm,and
then dipped again when it leavs the
narantine yard, All immunized hogs
should be kept in quarantine at least
25 days and better 30 days after they
are given the virus. They then should
be dipped and moved to uncontaminat-
ed surroundings. The dip vat should be
arranged so the-hogs will go from the
quarantine yard into the vat and out
on clean ground. Dr. Hobbs believes
that if this method is followed it will
be possible to raise pigs, and grow
them until they weigh 75 or 80 pounds
without having them treated, and that
gerum alone then will protect them un-
til they are ready for market, He
thinks also that 40 per cent of the
present loss from cholera can be pre-
vented by proper sanitation; and his
advice to all hog growers is “to clean
out, clean up, and keep clean.”

Most veterinarians ~agree that the
use of virus should be prohibited in un-
infected territory; and that the spread
of the disease should be prevented by
the use of serum alome, and the adop-
tion of efficient quarantine and sani-
tary measures. A definite working
plan which will lead to the final eradi-
cation of the disease should be adopted
and followed in every state. We never
ghall have any reduction in the heavy
loss from cholera or in the cost of pre-

If the
eondition recurs, you should give the ani-
mal from 11, to 2 ounces of fluid ex-
tract of Indian hemp, mixed with 14 pint
of milk.

Those animals hav-
ing a high temperature lower than
103 are probably still healthy and
will be saved by the vaccination,
while those having a temperature higher

Rattle snake bites are, as a rule, not
very common in steek,  They almost in-
variably canee death in less than 24
hours, Therefore, in view of the fact
that the swelfings so frequently observed
on various parts of am animal’s body and
which are accredited to snake bites,
though not causing death, are probably
caused by some other factor. . When you
are sure that that animal has beem bit-
ten by a rattle snake, the circalation
should immediately be obstructed by ty-
ing a tight bandage around the part and
between the wound and the heart. - Fhe
wound itself should be burned with a hot
irom, or with some strong acid such as
nitric or sulphurie, and it is a good plan
to make several deep incisions over the
woundé' hgag:;ngty, stimulants sug; as
aromatic spiri ammonia, stryehnine,
etc., may be administered.

You would, of course, ex-
pect the young pigs to be affeeted first
as older ones are more or less resistant
to the condition.

that has been affected for the lomgest
time, by a eompetent graduate veterima-
rian. :

Paralysis may also be caused by tuber-
culosis of the spinal eord which causes
pressure om the cord resulting in loss of
centrol of the hind limbs. There is no
cure for this condition and it may be
positively diagnosed by using the intra-
dermal tuberculin test em the animals
ear.

On the other hand there is a disease
known as “rickets” a bone disease in
which there is a deficiency of lime salts,
causing a softening of the benes to which

-young pigs are very susceptible which
also may cause paralysis of the hind
parts. Treatment of this latter condi-
tion eonsists in giving a nourishing diet
and at the same time administering a

If it took a great deal
of money—a dollar or
two—to buy material to
make a basket, this ar-
ticle wouldn’t be printed.

Begin weav-
ing, starting at the left
hand rib of the upper
group. Bring the raffia
over this spoke, under
the next, over the next,
drawing it down firmly
to the center be-
tween each rib.- Go
around Once.

When you have a flat bottom about
four inches in diameter, dampen the
work again, and begin to build up the
sides, The spokes are bent upward in
whatever shape you wish the basket to
be. It is easier to hold the basket on
your knee from now on, with the spokes
inting upward. Draw the reed a little
tighter to hold the spokes up, and push
it back in place with your thumb if it
should creep upward. Follow your right
hand which does the weaving, with your
left hand from now on, keeping the rat-
tan pushed in place and the spokes di-
vided evenly. If you wish the sides of
the basket to be slanting, do not bend
the spokes as sharply at the bottom.
Give them a sharp twist if you want the
.sides straight. When {ml. have your
sides as high as you wish them, cut the
weaver with a pointed end and stick it
in the woven part so that the end does
not show. Then trim the spokes to a
point. Make them about two inches
above the last row of weaving, Insert
them in the weaving as shown in the
diagram to finish the top. The loops
should be of am even height of course.

More Regard For Heredity is Needed With Crops :

BY F. B, NICHOLS,
Fleld Editor.

~NROP yields can be materially in-
creased in Kansas by the use of bet-
ter seed. This increase will come at
s good profit, too, for after the. im-
proved  seed is obtained the forces of
heredity act without expense, It costs
money .and labor to use the best meth-
ods of crop production, and no matter
how well this is done the highest returns
- cannot be obtained with any crop unless
geed of high yielding strains is planted.
The best profits in farming come only
with the use of good seed.
“ 1t is especially important that good
alfalfa séed should be sown this year.
The amount of seed of this legume used
in the state will be large, for if the
weatheér -conditions are favorable the
state will sow the largest acreage of
this ‘crop in its history. It is extremely
important that this large acreage should
be planted to seed that is free from ob-
‘jectionable weed seeds, and which has
2 high percentage of germination.

Have the Seed Tested.
Foreign mixtures are very eagily in-
troduced into alfalfa, and there has been
- gorte very poor seed of this legume sold
in Kansas in the last ten years. Unless
~ a man knows where the seed was grown,
and just what weeds it may contain, he
would do well to buy it only on sample.
Get & sample of the seed you expect o
buy, and send it to H. F. Roberts, pro-
fessor of botany, Kansas Agricultural
college, at Manhattan, and ask him to
test it. Professor Roberts will cheer-
fully have a test of the seed made free,
and he will tell you the percentage of
the foreign matter, the-kinds ‘of objec-
tionahle weed seeds, and the germination
_of the alfalfa. If you have a report of
this kind you can buy the seed intelli-
gently; you will know just what you
are getting. =

While - there are exceptions, the rule
in buying alfalfa seed is that the cheap-
est'seed is the most expensive when the
content of good alfalfa seed is considered,
strange as this may seem. ASa rule the
cheaper grades contain much dirt and
foreign seeds, and the germination usu-
ally is very weak. 1f the best.grade of
geed is purchased from a reliable seed
firm you may be reasonably sure that
the percentage of germination will be
high; but in all cases it is well to have
& test made.

Wheat yields were higher than usual
in Kansas this year, and there may be
more of a temptation than common to
be careless about the seed, Wheat is a
crop that responds to good breedin,
yery readily, and there are many hig
yielding strains that much exceed the
average yield for the state. And then,
too, there is a good deal of wheat in the
gtate that is badly mixed with rye,
wheat weeds and with foreign types o
wheat; especially is this true in the soft
wheat belt of southeastern Kansas and
in the hard wheat section up the Ark-
ansas river from Hutchinson. Millers
do not like this mixed wheat, and they
will not pay so high a price for it as
they will for good grain if the mixture
ia too bad. Even more important than
this is the fact that the yield of these
mixtures is lower than that which could

wheat at a reasona. '=:price, for there
generally are one or ‘ore farmers in
every community who are growing
wheat that is high yielding and reason-
ably pure. Year after year they get
yields that are above the ‘average. As a
rule a neighbor can get this seed with
but little advance over market prices,
which is a very ea8y way to lincrease the
yield of the following erop. If one wishes
to buy seed from some farmer away

from the community he would do well _

to write to L. E. Call, professor of agron-
omy at the Kansas Agricultural college,
who is in- touch with some of the grow-
ers of good seed wheat over the state.

Field Selection is Best,

The best way to keep this seed corn
shortage from happening again next
spring is to. select the seed from the
There is no great se-

cret connected with the gathering and
storage of seed corn. All that there ‘is
to it is to take a sack, go into the field
about two or three weeks before husk-
ing time, select the ears which approach
the type you have as your ideal and
place them in some dry, well ventilated
place.” Store the ears in racks or by
hanging them up by the husks so the
air can circulate around them readily.
There are no temperatures known in the
corn belt that will injure corn that is
thoroughly dried out, and yet this is one
of the fertile sources of loss of seed
corn every year. It is extremely impor-
tant that j:he seed should be gathered
early, so it will have a good chance to
dry out before cold weather.

It is not hard to select seed corn from
the stalk; in fact it is much easier to

i i The stalk
and the way the ear is placed on it
should be carefully considered, for the
stalk is of much importance in the de-
velopment of a better strain of corm.

If the idea is favored
at the meeting a national federation
movement will be started, a constitution
and by-laws adopted, officers elected and
thus the foundation laid for such a broad
and- comprehensive co-operative move:
ment as American agriculture must have
before the present chaotic condition in
marketing will be ended.

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Guard Against Wheat Weeds

BY L. H. CALL

The greatest care must be exercised
if fields are to be kept free from weeds,
such a8 the bind-weed, smart-weed,
cheat and cockle-bur. ; >
It .is practically impossible to elim-
inate bind-weed from the soil once- it
has become established. It gets its staré
from weed seeds introduced in grains
of various kinds: It spreads by means
of underground stems or root-switches,
which grow-18 or 20 inches below the
. top of the ground and send up shoots
which make new vines, These vines
twine around and over whatever may
be within their reach, and in the case of
plants usually smother them out. The
bind-weed resembles the morning glory
but differs from the common morning
glory of the torn field in hayving white
flowers usually, and leaves shaped like
an arrow head.
" Farmers cannot watch their seed too
closely to avoid planting seeds of this
plant, They should make special effort
to control its growth if present im: their
goil.-

Seed of smart-weed is often found in
the grain after it is threshed. The seeds
are not easily separated from wheat and
for this reason millers do not care to
handle wheat that contains seed of this
weed.

A New Sorghum Disease

For several years there has been a
fungous disease working on the sorghum
crops in this region, ' Careful observation
has proved that this disease is more se-
rious iff its effect upon these crops than
is generally supposed. Diseased plants
grow slowly; often the heart becomes
eaten and the plant suckers profusely.
The suckers may become affected in the
same way.

Dr. C. O, Townsend, of the office of

pathology of the United States Depart-
ment -of Agriculture, has been stationed
at Garden City for some time. He and
myself bave been studying this disease
together. Some varieties of sorghum like
kafir and white doura seem to be more
seriously . affected by the diseas than milo
and broom corn: Mr. Townsend says the
fungi resembles the fungi which causes
the wilt disease of melons and squashes,
He has found that the hulls of the seed
contain large numbers of these spores.
He has algo found the fungi among the
starch grains of the seed.
_ Seeds have been soaked for two hours
in a solution of formaldehyde which
would kill all ordinary fungi in 30 min-
utes, These seeds were planted and grew
and the fungi grew also, and the yeung
plants developed the disease. Some dis-
eased plants produce small heads late in
the season, thus accounting for the run-
out appearance of the kafir. Amber sorg-
hum is also affected with this disease.
This may ‘account for the sorghum poi-
soning of stock-which has been so poorly-
understood. Some affected plants devel-
op slowly, and others die at the heart
when a foot or two high, Thus the crop
appears stunted, which iz usually the
case where cattle get sorghum poison,

We wish that farmers throughout the
country would observe carefully and re-
port their observations in regard to .this

" disease. W should also like to learn how
widely the disease is distributed. I have
a trial plot of 15 varieties and strains
of sorghums including feterita, milo and
dwarf kafir. All the seed was grown in
affected fields. We find the black hulled,
dwarf kafir much’ more seriously affect-
ed than any of the others. May we re-
ceive reports in regard to this phase -of
the question also?

The problem of growing ecultivated
grasses for pastures in central and west-
ern Kansas is one that has not been sat-
isfactorily worked out. There are no
domestic pasture grasges that'equal the
native ones for growing in this part of
the state. For north-central Kansas a
combination of Bromus inermis 10
nounds, western.rye grass 8 pounds and
alfalfa or sweet clover 8 pounds is per-
haps as good for pasture purposes as

could be grown. ' Alfalfa when grown in|.

combination with grasses is not go likely

o cause bloat as it does when grown!|

¢ SR
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alone. Sweet cloyer very rarely causes
bloat, and it is considered a safe emip
to pasture. It is practically as nutri.
tious as alfalfa. _ i

Sweet clover as a pasture crop. for cen-
tral and western Kansas is still in. the
experimental stage. There is not suffi-
cient data available to warrant any con-
clusion as to the value of this crop for
pastures in Clay county or the territory
to the west thereof. Sweet clover has
been utilized for pasture for cattle and
hogs to good advgntage in Iowa and to
gsome extent in eastern Kansas, In Al-
len and Greenwood counties excellent re-
sults have been obtained in pa.sturing
sweet clover,” This crop is a hardy an
vigorous grower, and after it obtains a
good start it will carry more livestock
to the acre than most other pasture
grasses or legumes,

The performance of sweet clover as a
pasture crop in other pinces should war-
rant its being tried out in your locality.
However, I would advise trying it in a
limited way .at . first. Sweet clover
thrives well on sandy soils along river
bottom in western Kansas, and evidently
it is adapted ta conditions such as you
have on your farm. If the land is very
sandy some difficulty may -be obtdined
in getting & stand.”

The first season sweet clover should
not be pastured until it obtains a growth
of at least 10 or 12 inches. It will then
furnish pasture for the remainder of the
year if not stocked too heavily, The
second year sweet clover may be pas-
tured early in the spring afid throughout
the season, If sweet cloyer is allowed to
make too rank a growth so that it be-
comes coarse and woody it is best to

_—
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clip it back in order to cause the growth
of tender,shoots which are eaten more
readily by the livestock. When clipping
back sweet clover always.set the sickle
bar to cut 4 or 5 inches dbove the
ground, If cut too close the sweet clover
plants will die, ST
Unless pastured very closely the sec
ond year sweet clover will as a rule
produce sufficient seed to re-seed the
land., In order-to insure a growth of
second year plants for the third season
it might be well to sow,a few pounds of
seed an acre during the Iate winter or
early spring one year after the first
seeding is made.

A Eansas wheat raiser must get about -
71 cents for his wheat to “break even”
this year, declares President McAuliffe
of the state Farmers’ Union. Because
of the great losses farmers sustained last
year and the year before that, it is his
opinion that a dollar a bushel would be
none too much this year. If cora should
be badly damaged this year, where
would farmers be with wheat at the
price many farmers have marketed their
crop ?” hé asks.

In the Salina Farmers’ Union, the
state paper of the Union in Kansas,
President McAuliffe has itemized the
cost of raising an acre of wheat in Kan-
sas this year.

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A Larger Alfalfa Acreage

Kansas is making progress in working
out a logical eropping system for the
state; there is a decreasing acreage of
at least some of the grain crops and an
increase in the legumes. This was well
shown in the report of the Kansas State
board of agriculture, issued June 29, A

part of the decrease in the corn acreage P

is due to the increase in the acreage of
the wheat crop of course, but a part
also is due to the increase in the acreage
of legumes and grasses, In speaking
of the grain crops in Kansas this year
this report said in part:

That the acreage of corn In Kansas Is less
this year ls apparent In nearly every melgh-
borhood. Just- what the decrease may
amount to ig uncertain at” this time, owing
to ::ck of cum;plete data, The 42 countles
fro which official figures have been re-
celved had 43 per cent of last year's corn
acreage, Returns for these countles show
they have less corn planted this year by a
half million acres. Should’ thls ratlo pre-
vall in the other counties, the 1914 corn
screage of Kansas would be something llke
5,500,000 acres, or the smallest since 1891

The acreage of kaflr and sorghums will
findoubtedly be less than It was last year,
and much of the plantilng was rather late.
Consequently there is a good deal of var-
fation 1n growth, but aside from thls the
stand and prospect appear to be up to the
ordinary. i

Assesgors’ returns from 42 countles show
an expected decrease In oats, amounting to
8.8 per cent. which indicates an acreage for
the state of about 1,470,000 acres this year.

This was the report about the state’s
alfalfa:

Increased sowings -to alfalfa last fall and

this spring also contributed to the shortage
of available land for corn. It Is shown by
the flgures of the 42 counties that have
made thelr official returns that the' in-
crease In alfalfa acreage is mnearly 16 per
cent, suggesting a probable area of 1,200,000
acres, widening,_ the already broad margin
by which Kansds has been leading all other
states In its growing. The first cutting was
heavy, probably averaging a ton and a quar-
ter or more on the entire acreage, making a
tremendous yleld of the richest forage of
which the world has knowledge: A second
cutting, somewhat lighter, has been har-
wested from most of the flelds, and In
these a third cutting Iz on the way. ;

A still further increase in the acreage
of alfalfa in Kansas until it is two or
three times the present area would ma:
terially increase the profits in farming.

One duty of the county demonstration
agent is to keep a list of all the persons
in the county who have purebred stock
or clean, desirable seed for sale.

more smut the next zear. In addition
to greatly reducing the yield, smut in-
jures the quality of wheat.

There are two kinds of smut, .the more
common of which is the stinking smuf,
or bunt. This can be easily prevented
by treating. the wheat with a solution
of one pound of formalin to 45 gallons
of water. The solution, if properly ap-
lied, will kill the spores, but will not
injure the wheat. One of the best meth-
ods is to remove the smut balls with a
fanning mill and then sprinkle the wheat
with the formalin solution, shoveling it
over at the same time until all is mois-
tened. i

The wheat should then be covered
with a canvas for about two hours, when
it is ready to be sown or to be dried
and stored as long as is desired. Some-
times smut is so bad that all the smut
balls cannot be removed with a fanning
mill. In that case, it is advidable to
use & smut machine or else dip the wheat
in the solution and remove the smut
balls as they come to the top. The ex-
pense is so slight that no one can afford
to use seed wheat without treating it if
there is any smut present.

Bvery Indication points to the fact that
wheat is bound to advance. One of the blg
factors In this advance Is of course the
present Buropean war scare. Coming at a
time when there Is. a shortage in the wheat
crop of Europe it iz bound to have & big
influence on what the American farmer
will recelve for his record breaking 'crop.
Those who have made a close study of the
present market conditlons are practically
unanimous In advising the” farmer to hold
his grain if it iz possible to do so. This be-
ing the case a means of safe and econamical
storage Is extremely Iimportant. Ong an-
swer to this problem is the metal graim bin,
such as is advertised on page 12 of this
{ssue, by the Columblan Steel Tank Com-
pany, of Kansas City. A. A. Kramer, the
presidént of the Columbian Steel Tank Com-
pany, says that early In the season he saw
that every indlcation pointed 'to a blg wheat
crop and that storage room for it would
be badly needed.
