Now would it not be more profit-
able to land owners to plant some forest trees; say
four feet apart on the lnes?

Mr. D, he would name the Browns; another might
gay the P, Rocks were decidedly the best.

To me & well bred Black Cochin is as handsome as
any of the feathered trihe, Their plumage retains
that beautiful metalic luster from the time the chick
first feathers until the annual moult. There is a
prejudice in the minds of some that a Black Cochin
1snot & good table fowl, because they are black.
Hore they are mistaken, they dress as well as their
cousins, the Buff and Partridge. Thelr color is the
eame the year round, which cannot be sald ef some
of thelr relatives, who get brassy and yellow,

Black Cochins averags smaller than other Cochins
and differ somewhat in shape, belug more inclined
to be leggy, with less posterior depth, and fluff, rather
longer necks, bodles and tall, and more breast, But
breeders are gradually producing the desired shape
by prope- selectlons in mating up thelr breeding
stock. Itis belleved by many that their origln ls
not the same as other Cochins, and that they were
formerly known as the Black Javas, while others say
they are of the same parentage as the Buff, Partridge
and White. I find no authorlty for elther statement,

However, it mattera little. They are the best win-
ter inyersa of any fowls I ever kept, and I have, in a
small way, bred several of the leading varletles of
poultry.

Thelr flesh {s fine in texture, for market they dresa
yellow, and if well dressed, as all fowls should be,
they rank No, 1.

The eggs usually hatch well, and the chicks mature
faster than auy of the larger breeds making Bluck
Cochins desirable for spring chickens. When fra:
hatched the chicks show white under throat and
body, and all black breeds do the same, and when
matured, white underfeathers, and white in the
wings aud tail sometimes appcars, which, though
objectionable, is nut & disqualification, and for prac-
tical purposes they stand in the front ranxs,

Iwill glve manner of feeding and care. It isas
follows: morning meal conslsts of corn meal, shorts,
and bran, equal parts, mixed and sealded, sometimes
I have sour milk, to which is added the scraps from
the table, potato parlugs, turnips, onlons; the vege-
tables were chopped before mixing, which I usually
do the night before, in a chopping bowl I have for
the purpose. I feed them only what they will eat up
clean, so there will be nune left filteen minutes after
feeding. Atnoon I give a handful of wheat sereen-
ings and oats mixed to each fowl, that be'ng the pro-
portion, at night & little corn. Twicea week I pound
up fresh bone in their yurds, Burnt bones and pul-
verized eggs shells are placed in the coops, fresh wa-
ter is glven twice or three timee daily insummer and
kept in the shade. In winter I pour hot water into
their drinking vessels, which keeps from freezing
most of the day unless the weather i3 very cold.

Twice s week, both winter and summer, I glve
the Douglas mixture in thelr diinking water, the
proportion being & tablespoonful to every quart of
water. I think thisa grand tonic for fowls, both old
and young, To glve them the neeeed exerclse I
sometimes take a rake and bury thelr grain feed In
the sand, with which their coop Is filled to the depth
of four Inches. This keeps them busy & good part of
the afterncon, ThisI think very important where
fowls are confined, Some breeders think eggs will
not hateh if the fawls do not have exercise, How
ever that may be, it helps to keep them from learning
vlces such as eg ¢ and feather eating,

My pullets hatched May 12th commenced laylng
December 8d. Those hatched June 10, December 23,
The hatch of August 1st commenced laying February
15,

Hedge Fencing.
To the Edltor of the Kansas Farmer:

The article In your last on fencing, by Trumbuil,
Reynolds & Allen (or ad, rather), 14 calculated to
mislead many who are not posted as to prices, and
do not figure for themselves, Hedges have been
tried in this part of Kansas until the people have
about come to the conclusion that they are a fallure
We have a considerabls amount of barbed wire
fence in this vicinlty. Some with three wires, some
with only two wires and posts forty feet apart, which
makes 130 poats to the mile, which at 10 cis each cost
fe3. Barbed wire can be bought by the car load of
the anti monopoly barbed wire company, DesMoines
Iowa, for five cts per b, We think freight will not
exceed one cent per b, which will make the cost of
wire §3840 per mile, wire and posts, gsl40. This
turns, horses and cattle when properly stretched,
without any trouble and makesa good fence, one
more wire if desired, would only cost $19 20, making
the cost per mile (allowing 4 40 for setting posts and
stretching, ete.) 275, or nearly 284 per rod, instead
of over 60c as they essert for the same kind of fence,
excepting the number of posts, which in their ealeul-
ation are altogether too thick, some put them &0 feet
apart, and succeed well if they keep them tight. I
like the attraction for birds and the wind break part
of the thing,but we have to substitute cottonwood and
box elder here, we have some hedges growing but
they are making & very poor cuu at It as yet,

We had aflue rain last night, and it has been a
stormy day, the first for six weeks. Wheat and rye
look fine, considerable has been planted and the
larger part of the crop will be put in within ten days,
the weather permlitting, Early planting is the word
now.

Condition of the Wool.

8o plain does it appear that the fleece is de-
pendent for quality on the condition of the an-
imal, that it seems incredible that it ever
should have been guestioned. The wool is a
part of the animal, and it gets ite nourishment
from the animal. If the sheep is in a good,
healthy and growing condition, there is no rea-
gson why the wool should not be in a good
healthy and growing condition. And such a
condition must necessarily depend upon the
quality and quantity of food and general care,
The animal that is half starved will show evi-
dence of its abuse in its wool, It must do it;
and the fact that the furs of wild animals are
better in the winter when food is scarce, than
they are in summer, when food is plenty, does
not alter the fact that we state, That we think
may be easily accounted for, but this is not the
place to do it. Yet that fact was not very long
ago used as an argument against the theory
that food had anything to do with the quality

happy to te'l yon that there has been a glorlous
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of the wool, As late as 1854 this was denied
in this country. But careful experiment haa
setiled the question. If during a twelvementh
a sheep ie either starved or is sick a portion of
the time the staple will show weakness, It
will be in certain parts, and these parts will
correspond to the times that it has been starv-
ed or sick, smaller and weaker than in other
parts, making it very much less valuable. The
expert wool handler has no difficulty whatever,
in detecting these defects, and he can tell as
goon as he feels of the staple if the sheep has
been in good condition for the whole year,

It does not do, therefore, to conclude that for
reasons of economy or for any other reason, we
can neglect our flocks, without detriment to
both our sheep and ourselves. The wool trade
of the world is in the hands of keen and expe-
rienced men, very often too keen for the wool
grower, a8 he will willingly testify. It cannot
be hoped that any blemishes in our fleece will
pass unnoticed under the critical eyeof the
wool buyer. He will pay full prices for only
first class wool, and if we expect to get full pri-
ces, we must grow that kind, to do which we
must keep our sheep in excellent condition all
the time.

A Good Farmer.

One sign of a good farmer is, he prises ma-
nure. Tt does not require a good farmer to
raise beautiful crops on a farm already rich but
the art lies in so managing the farm that it will
produce good crops every year without losing
fertility. A man may make money from his
farm while he is wasteful of fertilizers, but he
isnot a good farmer, for he is constantly run-
ning his land into debt. Good farmiog con-
gists of such management as will make the farm
produce the best possible results without deter-
iorating the soil. This can only be accomplish
ed by a rigid economy in the making and using
of manure, and by such a systematic rotation of
crops as will be least exhaustive to the soil,—
American Cult.

Better than Manure.

For nearly a third of a century we have been
preaching to farmers the importance of the clo-
ver crop, of its advantages for pasture, resisting
the drouth better than the grasses, making the
most nutritive hay, prodiucing a good paying
crop 1n the seed, being the second crop for the
same year, and yet, with all its value for these
purposes, “the half has not yet been told,” for
ita value in enriching the soil upon which it
has been sown, transcends in importance its
value for any other purpose. Seeding a field
to clover will do more good than a covering of
mannre. To restare worn-out land, nothing
equals clover, This is the universal experi-
ence of farmers. Hence we say to farmers,sow
all the land yon can to clover. Nothing will
pay you better. Nothing will so well keep
your farm in heart, in vigor, in productiveness,
Nothing will give you better pasturage in the
hot summer, and nothing will give you more
fattening hay. The mainstay of the farm is
the clover fleld, and every field on the farm
should be seeded to clover in a proper system
of rotation.— Rural World.

How to Raise Peanuts.

A subscriber requests that we tell his son,
through the columns of the Journal, how to
raise peanuts,

You should prepare your ground early in
the spring, as you would for garden, then let it
lay until the leaves are putting out, and, then,
if your gronnd is weedy another plowing is
necessary, and should be well harrowed down,
Then plant your peanuts in rows about 3} feet
apart, and the hills must be about two feet
apart, After the plants are well up, they
should be cultivated with a plow, and if weedy
pull the weeds outof the hill. When the
blooms make their appearance the cultivating
process should cease, and as fast as the blossoms
make their appearance they must be covered
with a handful of dirt. The blossoms will
make their appearance every morning, and to
be successful in raising them you should wisit
the peanut garden every morning as long as
they continue to blessom,

About the middle or last of October is the
proper time to gather peanuts; firet take hold
of the outer ends of the yines and raise them to.
the hill, then pull them up by their roots, and
after they have been in the suna few hours the
peanuts can be removed from the vines, and
shonld be spread out on a floor in adry room
and left to dry a few days. The peanut is con-
sidered a very profitabla crop, and is largely
cultivated in Kansas, and we see no reason why
they would not do well here.—Farm and Steck

The Horse of the Farm and the City.

Breeding through natural selection has
proved more conducive to unmiformity and
stamina than have the indiscreet selections
practiced upon the average farm, Natural se-
lection insures propagation by the sires having
the most power, vital energy, and capacity for
endurance; while breeding throngh human se-
lection means, too often, using sires that have
few of the qualities named above, but are bred
from because their services can be bought for
an insignificant fee.

On the farm, if judgment be not used, the
downward road is soon struck, Some farmers,
in their breeding operations, may be likened to
some third-rate carpenters; they are skillful
enough to put up & cheapZschool house at the
country cross roads, but their aspirations stop
at that point. They keep in a rut, simply be-
cause their opportunities and education shut
out the possibility of their stepping up out of
it.  But the possibilities within reach of the
indifferent farmer need not, of necessity, be
tried by such a scale. If he possess broed
mares of merit, and these are sometimes found
on farms of moderate pretensions, he can,
through judicious selection, lay the foundation
for stock of the highest order.

If the right selection is made, it takes extra-
ordinary neglect, in the case of horses, to cause
gerious falling off in quality and merit. Hor-
ees will do fairly even on short pasture, and
somebody will reap the advantages which come
from using good blood. It will be the farmer,
if he feeds well and takes discreet care to de-
velop the good traits of temper, and the range
of capacity that may have bren planted in the
bone and muscle. If he does not do this, de-
yelopment of the good qualities which come of
using good blood, will take place in other
hands, and an 1llustration of what frequently
bappens will oceur, viz, the horse sold upon
the farm for a yery moderate figure, will, after
being fed and handled in better ways increase
in value, and what the farmer should realize
the dealer gets.

A flagraut error, and one very often commit-
ted in breeding horse stock, especially heavy
horses, comes of selecting a stallion that has
size merely, losing sight of the fact that deep
breeding is as necessary in the draft stallion, or
nearly so, as in any other class. Of course
speed, and the severe tests to which the mus-
cles and constitution are put in bringing this
out, cannot come of anything but the very best
of parentage, endurance being the quality bred
for. But the draft horse, even though he be so
ponderons as never to be required to go faster
than a walk, if what he should be, is bred
through a long line of select ancestry, which
has been tested at laborious duties. If horses
were, as a rule, reared to be worn out on the
farm, at mere farm work, then an animal,some-
what soft in body, limb, and hoof, wonld an-
swer a tolerable purpose, as the work to be
done does not require unusual haste, and what
isequally important to safety of limb, the foot-
ing is soft. Horses cannot easily bang them-
selves up on farm soil, and, going much of the
time without shoes, the feet keep ¢lear of corns
and fever,

But the man is very short-sighted, indeed,
who rears a colt that will not be good enough,
and in every way suitable to go intoa city of
the larger class, and there command a cleyer
price because of his fitnessfor the higher classes
of work. If that work be heavy draft, then let
him belong to some recognized draft family,
rather than from an undefined flat-footed pa-
rentage, spiritless, with 5 loose made body,and
a set of limbs that seem large enough to carry
a horse of twenty hundred weight, but are as
softas a buckeye sapling, and fail under a
horse of halt the weight named,

The enterprise of importers and breeders
now leave no excuse for using low-bred sires,
Good breeding abounds pretty much every-
where, where civilization has made itself felt,
and there is no longer any excuse for rearing
horses that are merely just good enough, while
on the farm, to draw a plow, and not good
enough to be anything else than a mere
“hack,” doing drudgery before an express wag-

on when they reach a market.—Nat, Live Stock
Journal,

Millet for Bheep.

One-half to a bushel of good millet seed is
sown for fodder broadcast; but when sown in
drills for seed, a peck 1s seed enough, The
best rule as to time of sowing is ten days after
corn planting time. The ground should bea
rich and fine loam, and broadcast seeding
should be covered with a light fine seed har-
row. Milletis a very appropriate crop for
sheep, because when raised for hay, the stalk
is fine, and the leaves abundant, and relished
by sheep, If sheep could digest the matured
seeds, there wonld be reason for leaving it to
mature #8 nearly as might be without danger of
shelling in handling, but the bulk of millet
#eeds pass ruminants whole, and it only goes to
enrich the manure heap. The crop, therefore,
should be left only till in full blossom, the
stalk then contqina all the nutriment of stalk
and seed after ripening. Itshould be cured in
cock,like clover hay.—F'r.

————

Training Colts and Calves to Lead.

The first attempt to discipline a young ani-
mal is to teach it to stand while tied, and to
lead with the halter. A calf should be taken
from the cow quite young and tied up; a strap
with a buckle being placed around its neck, A
ring should be fastened to the strap, and a light
chain with a swivel in it fastened to the ring
by means of asnap hook. The culf will noy

chew nor suck the chain as it wo.ld a strap or
rope, and this annoying trick wif! not be learn-
ed. Itcan turn about as much 15 it pleases
without twisting the chain and strangling it-
self, It should be led to the cow twice a day
to suck, for three or four days, when it may be
taught to drink, and altogether weaned 1if de-
sirable Some patience will bLe required to
teach it to lead but in a very short time, if
proverly managed it will learn what is wanted,
and be no trouble. The best way to start a
calf or a colt lo lead 13 to stand hy its side and
slowly but firmly pull its head toward you.
This will cause it to step its feet to keep from
falling, and by continuing the movement it
soon learns to step around, and can soon be
taught to lead without even learning to pull
with all its strength at the rope, trying to get
away, Those who have not tried this method
of trying to teach calves and colts to lead, will
be astonished to see how much easier it is than
the old way of trying to lead them straight for-
ward from the beginning. In attempting to
pull them forward, of course they pull back
with all their strength; but in pulling sideways,
slowly and firmly, they can offer very little re-
sislance, and to keep from falling they step,and
80, in a very short time, they learn to step as
fast as the rope is drawn, It is desirable and
necessary at times to lead a heifer or cow, and
unless broken and trained when young, diffi-
culty is experienced in doing so. Colts should
be trained to remain tied up while their dams
are at work; but should be loosened and al-
lowed to run with them both in the stable and
in the pasture. Much after trouble may be
gpared by preventing a colt from ruvning
around and getting into mischief, which it is
linble to do, by having a halter for it and train-
ing it to lead at will, or to stand tied when that
is most suitable.— Practical Farmer.

Sheep on the Farm.

Fifty or sixty years ago every farm, however
small, had its littte flock of sheep,to supply the
family wool and the material for supplying the
family stockings. In almost every farm house
the humming of the big wool wheel, which
manufactured yarn, could be heard at some dis-
tance from the house, and everywhere stockings
were being knitted for family use. They were
not very fine but they were thick and warm,
and wore two or three times as long as the pres-
ent machine-made article. This little flock of
sheep was always the pets of the farm* Their
feed cost next to nothing. TPasture fields which
cattle could no longer graze on, were just what
sheep preferred. Ivery hole and corner they
nipped clear of grass; and in winter the poor-
est hay and a little salt kept them in good con-
dition, while lambs not only kept up the stock,
but furnished all the mutton required in the
family, The knitting machine had not yet
made 1ts appearance, and each family which
could not afford to supply its wants from the
costly foreign manufactured articles were forced
thus to provide for themselves. The little
girls in a family were taught to knit as soon as
they were able to handle needles, and hence
the cost of the supply of stockings was quite
inconsiderable—in fact, it took no ready cash
from the farmers' pockets,

Nuw, the keeping of sheep is extensively
pursued, especially on large farms, where por-
tions of the land are hilly; rocky and unfit tor
cultivation, Here sheep thrive finely, and
where eystematically managed they are the
most profitable branch of the whole farm, The
best breeds are used, or ought to be—that is,
for both wool and carcass; and we may add
that just as sheep husbundry is better and bet-
ter uuderstood, the more extensively it will be
indroduced, Our western and northern farmers,
when this branch is rapidly increasing beyond
other sections, are abundantly satisfied that in
many respects the flock of sheep is the best
helper, not only in filling the purse, but in
keeping up the condition of the land, without
really any actual expense, that is in the reach
of thehusbandman. One thing should,therefore,
be remembered by farmers who have suitable
land at their command, that they make a very
great mistake and submit to an annual loss more
important than they imagine in the absence of
a good and beautiful flock of sheep browsing
on the hillside.—Tribune and Farmer,

Use of a Young Stallion.

Several correspondents have written the Ge-
zelte of late, for advice in regard to the limit of
service of young stallions. We can only answer
in general terms thata two-year-old stallion
will be all the better for not serving any mares
at all; that a three year old should be limited
to fifteen or twenty services; and that a four-
year old should not go beyond twenty or thirty;
There can be no question that the use of the
procreative powers of a young, immature horse
tends to retard his physical development, and
it may be stated, as a general rule, that any
horse will be the better for absolute continence
until he iz fully developed.

But while this general rule is doubtless based
upon sound physiological principles, there are
advantages attending the earlier use of the
stallion, to a moderate extent, that more than
compensate for all the damage that may be ex-
pected to result from it. Isis desirable, at the
earliest possible stage in the life of the stallion,
to ascertain what his procreative qualities are
likely to be; and with this ebject mainly in
view, we would permit a two-year old to serve
a few choice mares—say five or six, and a year
later, with the same ehjecl in view, he might
serve ten or twelve. This number may safely
be increased with each succeeding year until
he is fully matured, when, if properly taken
care of with reference to food and exercise, one
hundred mares may be safely served during
the season,

In the case of the young stallion that is to

serve but few mares; it is best that these should
all be served within the space of a few weeks—
say two or three each week until the limit is
reached, and then he should be withdrawn en-
tirely from the business, By pursuing this
course he will soon cease to fret after mares,
and will have nothing to do but to grow until
the next season.—Breedors’ Gazelle,

Feeding Growing Ammals.
The feeding of growing animals is not reduc-
ed to a science, for the reason that while there
is a recognized difference between the nutritive
process in young and mature animals, there
has not been much scientific study of the for-
mer, and the estihate of feeding growing ani-
mals is based upon our knowledge of the nutri-
tive process in mature animals. But the results
of feeding in the two cases are of course very
different. The most of the food consumed by
grown animals is used to keep up the vital pro-
cesses, and comparatively little of it goes to the
production of muscles, bones and other tissues,
The waste is repaired, and fat is made, but lit-
tle, if any, additional bone or muscle is contri-
buted. In the young animal, on the other
hand, the most of the food consumed is con-
verted into additional muscle; bone and other
tissues, Careful experiments have been made,
however, in feeding, and the results are inter-
esting, Soxhlet, of Vienna, experimented on
three calves, from eight to thirty days old, and
it was discovered that a calf from two te three
weeks old, and weighing a hundred pounds,
would consumed per day 16.20 pounds of fresh
milk(1.93 of dry matter,0.49 pounds of protein,
0.48 pound of fat, 0:84 pound milk sugar, and
0.13 pound ash), and that the average gain of
weight per day was 1.35 povnds, The milk it
was found was almost wholly digested, only
about, 23 per cent of the dry matter appearing
in the excrement. In the first place it will be
seen that the food produced a much larger in-
crease in weight than it would in a mature ani-
mal, a pound of the dry matter making almost
a pound of weight.

But all that this shows is that the growing
animal needs something that is readily digesti-
ble, and that Having this, it will utilize most
all of it.  Excepting that in its early life milk
is the proper food for the calf, however—which
we should kaow without this experiment—no
indication is given as to what shall follow 1t
when the calf becomes older, and no farther
following of the subject will determine this ex-
cept as we proceed upon general principles,
For a few days after birth it is very important
that the calf have the milk of its own mother,
for the milk then contains far more dry matter
and relatively less fat and sugar than it does a
week later. So far as these differences are con-
cerned, it will not matter after that time wheth
er the calf is fed upon the milk of its own
mother, or upon some other milk. Milk con-
tains all that phe animal system needs, as we
all know frounl' general experience. There is
no part of the system that it will not supply,
and whatever substitute is made for milk it
must as nearly approach it in 'composition as
possible, Nature must be imitated, It should
be especially of easy digestibility, and it should
be fed while warm,

When weaning time comes, the change from
milk feeding to other feed should be made in
such a way as to cause no falling off in condi-
tion, but rather so that there shall be a con-
stant growth and increase of weight. It should
therefore, be gradual, and the substitutes should
be something that the animal will relish,should
be digestible and nourishing, Crushed and
boiled flaxseed is a good thing for this purpose
In & short time oil cake, oats, barley, and malt
sprouts may be fed, and the animal can have
fine, tender hay,that not only being good for it,
but feeding it will accustom it to eat the coarse
fodders, If the calves can be put upon pasture
weaning will accomplish itself, but when this is
impossible, the course above described will be
followed, and in about ten weeks the weaning
will be complete,

It must be remembered in weaning, or rather
after weaning, that the stomach of the young
animal cannot at first hold and digest large
quantities of coarse fodder. Its food must be
concentrated, therefore, containing large nutri-
tive qualities in a small space.— Western Ru-
ral.

Turnips for'Milech Cows.

It is commonly known that feeding cows
heavily with turnips imparts the flavor of the
turnip to the milk, but if givez in moderate
quantities just before milking, so that twelve
more hours shall elapse for the effect to pass off
little difficulty is experienced. G, W, Hoff-
man, of Elmira, stated to the Farmers' Club at
that place, that some years ago he tried the ex-
periment of 1eeding ruta bagas, beets and car-
rots, each for a fixed period, no less than a
bushel a day to each cow, and then a peck of
potatoes exch day for a like period. He found
no difference in the milk produced from the
beets, carrots or ruta bagas, or the peck of po-
tatoes, the potatoes producing as much milk as
four times the amount of the other roots, He
ascribed the absence of any bad taste in the
milk, when the cows were fed on turnips, to the
grain given at the same time, If fed without
grain the odor of the turnips will be imparted
to the milk, but with a liberal allowance of
grain it will not, He did not mention the
amount of grain, nor how it prevented the tur-
nip flavor and odor, but his high character as a
skillful farmer and accurate experimenter is a
sufficient endorsement of his statements. We
derive the substance of this account from the
report in the Husbandman.—Country Gentle-
man.

Golden Rule,

Much apprehension has been occasloned through-
out America from the announcement made by Pro-
fessor Proctor that the return in nincteen years of
the great comet of last summer will cause the destruc-
tion of the earth.

courts, are public ways, which the people have
sot apart for the public, not private good; that
railroad companies are in law trustees, acting
under pay for the public benefit, A case was
decided, qnite recently, in New York, in which
it was held that discriminations in favor of or
against individuals or communities is unlaw-
ful. We are rapidly coming to an understand-
ing in this matter. A fair law impartially and
thoroughly executed would be better for the
stockholders in railway companies than the
loose laws we now have. The law that will
abolish and prevent discriminations will put
millions of dollars into the pockets of railroad
companies. When they would be entitled 10
one cent a ton for a mile of transportation they
would get it, and not one-half a cent, which
they often have to take as things now run, And
then, the people would have fair dealing, and
not be subjected to city and railroad center
combinations against rural localities. It would
not then cost more to haul a ton from Salina to
Denver than from Kansas City to Denver.

Free Passes.

A co:respondent wants this subject ventila-
ted in the FArRMER. It isa fact that the travel
on free passes is very large, but it is not nearly
8o large as many suppose. We have no doubt
that many passes obtain free transportation
who would not care to have their neighbors
know it, and who are unworthy of the respect
which a railroad pass implies. We doubt not
many persons are given in consideration of ex-
pected service or silence; on the other hand,
we believe that meny are given just as a farmer
offers a ride in his wagon to a neighbor who is
going the same way afoot.

The evil, whatever there is in it, is not so
much from the spirit in which passes are given,
a6 in that in which they are received. Because
a friend invites us to dinner and we enjoy his
hospitality is not sufficient reason why we
should 1nsist upon the passage of a law in
which he is interested. Courtesies and polite-
ness ought to be more common among men
than they are. If a member of the legislature
accepts a pass, and then, because of that, neg-
lects the interests of his constituents he is a bud
man and ought to be set back. So, if a con-
stituency which, possibly, yoted a hundred
thousand dollars to the railrond, gets some lit-
tle recognition in return, even though it be but
free transportation over the rond to their rep-
resentative, why, that much is gained.

We have no faith in & men who cannot
maintain his manhood under the influence of a
neighbor's politeness, The people have built
about one-half of the western railways, and
wheu they can get a free ride over them they
are lucky. But this entitles the company to
nothing but politeness in refurn. It does not
require any sacrifice of manhood on the part
of the recipient. The people own every foot
of railway in the world, They are entitled to
some respect; and when that respect is shown
by tendering free passage over a roadway which
they own to some representalive man, we see
nothing wrong about it, unless that man betrays
his people becanse of the pass. Teach our
public men to be honest and manly. Let them
always be made to respect the power of the
people. Then there is no danger of a free pass
seducing them into sin. We have no objection
to the people getting all they can from the rail-
roads; for it 18 not much at most, And we are
also in favor of making is so hot for a traitor 10
h1s conststuents that he will hide himself and

pray for the mountains to fall on him.

Isita Swindle?

A very good friend of the FARMER writes
from Winfield, giving his experience with the
“KING of Riding Saw Machines,” Ie re-
ceived his “confidential” circular first. That
ought tv have put him on his gnard at once,
but it dido’t. Whenever an advertiser sends
you confidential matter, you may always steer
clear of him with entire safety,

Then he sent his $11, and received a receipt,
together with a notice that the machine would
be shipped in “knock-down” state; that is,
loose; and that some of the pieces may get lost,
for which the company would not be responsi-
ble; but duplicate pieces conld be procured at
any time on payment of one dollar each, This
notice was printed. That ought to have satis-
fied the farmer that he had gone into that saw
business fur enongh; but it didn’t,

After get'ing into the business $18, when $11
was the advertised price, he concluded that he
was not 8o well off as he might have been, for
he had a machine that was of no use to him,

Our friend was swindled fust as many thou-
sands are—through his own honesty, This
leads us to say a word or two for the general
good. This is a busy, bustling world, and ever
since the dispersion at Babel, men have been
muking a regular business of acquiring wealth,
Bince the advent of printing, and especially
since themodern improvements have been oper-
ating, the facilities for placing schemes before
the people have been wonderfully increased,
Look at the columns of this paper. Nearly
half of them full every week of soumething that
advertisers want to sell. Besides, as we said a
few weeks ago, men study the art of advertising
80 44 Lo muke it most effective,

Bome advertisers, just like other people, are
honest, and some are not. We all have eyes,
ears and common sense, though too frequently
our stock of the last item is not large enough.
The newspaper editor, however conscientiovs
he muy be, cannot stop to examine everything
presented to him as an advertisement. When
he knows, or has good reason to believe, that

an wrticle is a cheat and the person presenting
it a fraud, then he has nothing :o do  with it.
But most of the advertisements offered, if they
are decent, and is paid for, go into the pajer,
as matter of course. This thing of supposit g

that because an article isadvertised in a certain
paper it may therefore be regarded as safe to
purchase it, is all nonsense. It is about ona
par with believing that if a farmer has some
hogs, or sheep or cattle, or something else that,
for reasons which he does not care to have ev-
erybody know, he wants to get rid of, he will
be particular to tell everybody that his articles
are not fit to buy or he would not want to sell.
People don’t do business that way.

The law has wisely provided for all such ca-
ses, “Let the purchaser beware” is the legal
rule. Ifa man buys a horsethat has one blind
eye, or & hip out of joint, or aring bone, or a
spavin—something which he ought to have
seen, the law will not recompense him for his
folly. He ought to have looked at the horse,
for all these defects were visible.

Just so with these doubtful, and especially
these confidential matters, Let them alone, If
they are good, they will soon find their way to
the people; if not,then you don’t lose anything.

Things that have merit are brought before
the people in open, manly ways. They are not
concealed, and there is no confidential corres-
pondence about it, If everything was fair and
open, there would be no necessity for private
and secret concealments.

The safe ruale is, to stay out of everything
that you have doubts about, if there is any
money to be lost. Buy nothing that you have
no satisfactory information about. Take coun-
selof experience in all important matters. A
talk with a trusted friend, a note to the editor
of your favorite paper will never lead you into
trouble, But be certain to avoid all confiden-
tial strangers, They are universally fraude.

Taste for Reading.

No habit is more valuable and more perma-
nent, if properly and early acquired, than that
of reading; but the difficulty is, that modern
tastes and customs are not favorable, How to treat
young people in this matter is of greatimport-
ance Once the babit of reading good matter is ac-
quired, it remains. So much of modern litera-
ture is trash; and the worst kind, too, that if the
natural taste for reading runs off in that chan-
wel, it is very difficult to correct. And then,
a vast quantity of current literature, even of
that which is not positively bad, is useless fie-
tion. Our newspapers are flooding the country
with entertaining reading of thestory kind, but
some of it is no better than fishing with pin
hooks inn pond is for a farmer who ought to
be in his fields. There is a higher and better
class of fiction, which is instructive as well as
interesting, and it has a useful place in litera
ture,

The fact remains, however, that our children
are reading too much trash, and too little of
what is good. Before the newspaper and dime
novel became universal, boys and girls were not
so tempted as they are now. They then read
better if not more books; and there was not so
much that was dangerous,

How can we improve conditions 1n this re.
spect ? How may we best cultivate a taste for
reading in our children ?

Itis the duty of parents to do all for the
good of their children they can, That does not
mean simply to give them money or lands or
stock; but it means to fit them to take care of
themselves in after life. It is important to
know that no man or woman with good habits
and well stored mind ever followed the road
for a living. Without a dollar in money, the
well trained boy never fails to make a comfort-
able living. Hence, it is, that the best thing to
do for our children is to teach them to work
and to study. But these must not be made
irksome or offensive. Don’t puta five year old
child to cutting cord-wood, or milking a herd
of cows; neither put it to reading Dick, Hum-
boldt, or Shakespeare. Children love labor
that is fit for them if it is not made continuous,
How a boy delights in driving his father's
team, and how a girl loves to help her mother
get dinner, But make these things appear as
burdens, and all the relish vanishee,

Children love to read. Nothing pleases them
better at certain times. Buat the matter must
be something they cam understand without
much study. For very young children but lit-
tle reading is necessary—just enough to keep
them in practice. They ought to be supplied
with little books on domestic animals, pictures,
games, anything to instruct, amuse, and not
weary. Every fumily ought to have one or
more children’s magozines like 8t. Nicholas,
Wide Awake, Little Folks,ursery, ete. There
ought to be, if possible, at least one paper of
some kind, for the children every week, so that
there would be some fresh reading in the house
every Sunday, Then, besides the home paper,
there ought to be at least one good newspaper
of state or national reputation, The standard
newspapers never publish literary matter that
will degrade.

In this way we lay the foundation so far as
supply is concerned, But children are not like
calves; they need care and continued training.
When we supply the material, then we must
iead, follow, urge, restrain, bend, prune, all
along the years of growth, We must read our-
selves, and we must talk and consult with our
children. We must become interested in their
affiirs, musthelp them extract honey from the
Aowers; must help them make their learning
practicable. Then we must get other papers
and other books as fust as the little folks are
ready for them, We must study the natural
bent of each one’s mind, and supply books in
that live. They must be-light and small at
first, and we must not forget to help them in all
their work. Encourage them by both praise
and assistance, Make them and their welfare
a study, morq than that of our hogs and horses.
They are a good deal more important, Make
bome pleasant for them, and let them under-
siand 1rom the beginning that they bave some
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rights and that they are to be respected. Don't
scold and fret and worry over trifles, Ifa
plate or a hoe is broken, be candid and call it
an accident, as it is. Associate with the chil-
dren, make them your ageots as often as you
can; teach them self-reliance; put their knowl-
edge into practice and avail yourselves of their
help a8 much as possible, All this and much
more is needed in teaching a taste for good
reading,
Bees in Kansas.

Our lady correspondents are dong a great
deal of good, They have already given the
editor some excellent suggestions, One is con-
tained in the letter of N. H., this week about
bees. We have paid little attention to that
eubject because we sawno interest in it mani-
fested by our readers, Personally, the editor is
an admirer of bees, In future we will have
something for-our bee folks, too.

Sheep in Hodgman.
To the Editor of the Kansas Farmer:

My sheep have been dying very fast for the
last six weeks. Have had some examined by
adoctor and he says the disease is softening of
the liver. I wish to find out the cause of the
disease and remedy if there is any. The sheep
are one year old this spring. They were driv-
en fro:? Santa Fe, New Mexico, and arrived in
Dodge'City the last of August. I bought them
about the middle ot September, put them on a
clean, fresh range and watered them at the
Pawnee creek, good running water. They
have had all the rough feed they would eat
all winter, Millet, prairie hay, and sorghum,
besides a light feed of grain from Dec, 1st to
March 1st. They were rather thin at begin-
ning of winter, but gained flesh some all winter
and have had plenty of green grass for several
weeks past. Have had a good lumber shed for
them to run under whenever they chose. Have
been losing a few all winter, evidently from
this same disease, but did not know what it
was until a few weeks ago,

The sheep will usually give out at once, be-
come unable to stand or walk and die often in
afew hours, but sometimes will liye several
days. They will sometimes stop eating, hang
their heads and walk for a day or two but very
seldom, They often have a swclling below the
jaw.

Upon opening the sheep find yellow spots or
patches under the skin, some watery substance.
The duodenum and intestines near have general-
ly the same yellow appearance. The liver is
moist, soft, and tender, giving way to the least
pressure, often literally rotten.

The color is sometimes of a pale blue, a light
brown, or spots of one or both colors. Other
shades of color dre found, but these two are
most common, I nesrly always find in the
duodenum or bile ducts worms of which I'send
you a specimen. They are sometimes in the
duodenum, generally in the bile ducts, but o.-
casionally do not find any in either place but
stil) find the liver diseased as usual.

The doctor found no indications of inflamma-
tion of the liver,

Where did these worms come from, and how
did the sheep get them ? and what is the name
of them ? Are they the canse of the disease or
was it cansed by driving in the hot weather of
last July and Angnst?

I have Randall’s and Stewart’s work on sheeps
but find the diseace quite different from the
liver rot they describe, but still fiud many
things similar, Auny informution witl be thank-
fully received. E. F. Kxient

Good Bread.

To the Editor of the Kansas Farmer:

We all like good bread, and as very few use my
method of making light bread and I think I can
make a little better bread than the majority, I will
give my way. But first, get good flour,as you can't
make good bread out of poor flour, Put about two
quarts of sour milk (buttermilk is best) over the fire
and let it boll, then turn while boiling into a com-
mon milk crock nearly full of sifted flour, stir well,
and when your flour Is well scalded putin a pint of
cold water to keep from settling, When cool enough
to hold your finger in without burning, put in a tea
cup of good yeast and let stand over night. Then
add salt, and flour to make a stiff dough and lev
raise, When light mould into medinm loaves and
let stand until they feel light when you lift them:

Bed Spread and Tidy.

Tofthe Editor of the Kansas Farmer:

A pretty bedspread for summer {8 made by taking
unbleached sheeting, make it up the same as &
sheet spread smoothly on the floor, take a stick three
inches wide and of the proper length and mark with
a lead pencll, then cross so that it will come in
checks; get some unprepared cotton yarn and cut
the ekeins once in two, take a darning needle that
will carry six threads, double the yarn In the nee-
dle and you have twelvethreads to draw through;
commence at one end and take as shorta stitch as
will draw through'easily, go the length ffom corner
to corner, and cross it off the same as marked, Cut
the threads exactly in the middle of each check so
that the tufts will all be of the same length; dip the
gpread in water and hang up to dry without wring-
ing as that will shrink the cloth and prevent the
tufts from coming out when washed,

To make n Daisy tidy it will require three rolls of
white tape, common width, half an ounce of bLright
yellow worsted, measure off the tape in thirty-four
pieces, each eighteen Inches long, then take one
plece and make a dot with a pencil at every inch
one edge and on the other edge make a dot every
half fuch, now take two needles, thread with very
strong coarss white thread, and gather each cdge
putting the needle In at every dot, sew both edges
atthe same time and draw up as tightly as possible,
fasten on the other side. Do the same with all the
other pleces, make a little tuft of the worsted by
winding it over your finger and draw it through the
center of the daisy on the right side, fasten the un-
der side by sewing, This makes thirty-four daisies,
Sew six together in a row, sew another row of seven,
then six again, then five, and g0 on, one less in each
row, then put them together in the order they are
sown, then make cord and tassels of the worsted
and suspend from the three corners, two tassels to
each corner.
