1 'wish to speak more fully of the merits

of this 'attachment; From what 1' have seen

and khown-of it, it comes. the nearest of any-

hm%h_nve ever seen in the plow and har-

row arrangement to supplying the'wants of the

farmer. 1n the first place, it.is simple in con-

struction, so much’' 8o that any good black-

smith can make them, or 'they can be cast.

They are now heing ‘cast at Fort Scott,

2. They are strong'and durable, having but
little wear about it ; will last a man’s lifetime.
Should they break, through carelessness or ac-
cident, the nearest blacksmith can mend it.

8. The fatmer can use any ‘plow he has on
the farm, either right or left-handed or break-
ing—ﬁlow. The better the plow the better the
work,

4. The plowman can ride and control his
plow better thian he can without the attach-
ment; can use aud lower his plow with a le-
ver that regulates the depth ‘of the furrow;
can remove rubbish that clogs the plow with
the toot; can shake his oglow when. passing
through fmrd_ und or'sod to lessen the draft;
can plow a wide or narrow furrow, and even
cut and cover, and if necessary, ride the beam.
All this he can do without stopping his team.

5. The team is hitched to the end of the beam
the same as to a working plow; 8o if the wheels
pass over clods or rough ground, it does not
affect the depth of furrew—that is uniform.

6. In turning around the end of a land, you
can raise the plow from the ground or turn it
on one side and let it run around the same as
in walkinﬁ; can hitch it ap on a hook and go
from one field to another.

7. When Four plowing is done, you can re-
move the plow and ' attach a harrow and ride
to do that” weary work.

8. There is one item in this plow attachment
that is all-important, and will recommend itself
to ever¥ farmer that is not troubled with a full
purse, it is its cheapmess; a pair of wheels,
tongue, axle and a square frame over the axle
and a seat, comprises the running gear which
nearly all a farmer can make, if he has any me-
chanical genius about himj and then the at-
tachment with some iron work and the right
to use it, that will not cost over fifteen dollars
and you have a sulky plow complete that will
do just as good work as any plow that costs
from fifty to seventy-five dollars. It has been
tested several times with sulky plows, and de-
cision rendered in its favor, |,

I witnessed a trial last fall.where four sulky
plows were in the field with the Pattyson plow.
The ground was very hard and dry, so hard
that a walking plow could not:do good work,
in a part of the field the weeds were as tall as
a man’s head.. Most of the plows_performed
their work well, the Pattyson plow holding its
own with them all, covering the weeds com-

lete and finishing up the land the best, leay-
fng a narrow. dead-furrow. The unanimous
decision: of the gpectators was (all things con-
sidered), that the Pattyson plow and harrow
attachment are just what the farmer wanted.
So well pleaged were they, that after the  trial
a number of Patrons. met and formed them-
selves'into a joint-stock _comgm}y and bought
the right of this attachment for fourteen coun-
James 8kidmore as their gen--
mt.

EDITOR SPIRIT :—Our grange met the other
evening, and, after the usual business was
transacted, the subject ot grasshoppers was tak-
en up and discussed for the purpose of finding
the best and most practical manner. in which to
getw rid of the little fellows. Different plans
were suggested ; some appeared to think there
could be but little done help our condition,
while others thoughtto get the prairie grass in
a shape that it could be burnt just to suit the
times, so that when the grass was fired at one
place there would nut be a general fire; and
then when the little ’hop‘pen make, their .ap-
pearance and the wind drives them to the grass
on one side of the field to fire the grass, and
when the wind changed, so asto drive to the
grass on the other side of the field, fire it there,
and by so doing burn more *hoppers, and with
less danger of damage being done f)y the fire
than touse no precaution ner eare of any kind
and have a regular run-away fire. While one’
brother, more given to ridicule, suggests dig-

ing a ditch two and a half feet deep and of
ghe same width, and fasten a row ot In'inﬁl in
the bottom- of the ditch, the atrin(gs to have
needles on and then' a piece of loadstone just
over the ditch, opposite each needle, 8o that
the point ot the needle would stand perpendic-
ular, and the string streteched tight, and then
let the ’hoppers hop in the ditch and drop on'
the needles and string themselves, and then the:

This of' coursq redounds to the
benefit of their families., Classes that are not
organized, whose members act singly in bupi-
ness, act at a disadvantage which. tells against
them in every w:r; they occupy a lower posi-
tion in the amocial and business world, their
wives—are overworked, and their children forced
to devote to hard labor on the farm the years
which should be given to the acquisition of
knxt;-;vledige. !

STATE LECTURER’S WORK.

We spent last week in Franklin coun-
ty. A good many of the granges in this
county are alive and active, and have’
entered into the work of co-operation’
in earnest. They have a co-oporative.
store with about eighteen hundred dol-
lai's capital ; this store is doing only a
fair business, The trouble is, a good
many of the Patrons neglect to patron-
ize their own store. Instead of trying
to remedy any defects they may sec, a
good niany stand around and do an im-
mense amount of growling. The con-
sequence of this conduct is, the store
is not doing as well as it’should. How-
ever, a good many are renewing their
allegiance to the order and say, ‘‘the
grange shall prosper in Franklin coun-
ty.” There are about fifteen live work-
ing granges in the county, some among
the first organized in the State; these
have never. faltered in the work, nor
doubted the‘ability of the farmers in
this country thromgh this order, to
finally emancipate themselves from the
burdens'put upon them by organized
capital.. We found a few granges dor-
mant, and & few so dead that it would
beé 6 hopeless: task to attemipt to put
new life into them. Some died because
some of their members tried to make
capital out of the order for their own
personal  ends, and because they failed
to sccomplish their objects through the
( 'qnit_v;ordar and said it
ug.

THE NEW BIRD LAW.
iy AR ACT
For the protection of birds, and to re-

pesal chapter 82 of the laws of 1876.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of

Kansas : .

SEcTION 1. That it shall be unlawful
for any person or. persons, at any time,
to catch, kill or trap, net or ensnare, or
to pursue with such intent, any wild
bird,except the-wild goose, duck, hawk,
owl and snipe ; and any person or per-.
sons violating the provisions of this act
shall be fined in any sum not more than
fifteen dollars, nor less than five dol-
lars, for each and every offense, to bhe
recovered in any court of competent
jurisdiction, in the ]iroper county :
Provided, That it shall not be unlaw-
ful to kill the prairie chicken betwecn
the first day of Aungust and the first
day of February, and it shall not be un-
lawful to kill quail from the first day
of October to the first day of January
of each year: ,And providee further,
It shall not be necessary on the trial of
auy action or prosecution to prove the
true name of the bird caught, killed;
trapped, netted or ensnared, it being

| sufficient to show that a wild bird eth-

er than those excepted in this act' was
caught, killed, trapsed,getted or en-
snared, by the defendant or défendants.
SEc. 2. 1t shall be unlawful for any
person intentiovally to destroy or re-
move from the nest of any wild bird
any eggs or the young of such bird, or
for apy purpose to nbuy, sell or have in
possession, or traffic in such eggs, or
willfully destroy the nest of any wild
bird; and any person so offending, on
conviction thereof, shall be fined in the
sum of five dollars for each and: every
offense. " * Tty ! :

that the killing or catching of any wild
bird, or the taking of the nests or eggs,
as the case may be, was not dome for
sclentific purposes. L

Sec. 5. All prosecutious or suits un-
der this act shall be commenced within
three months after the offense is alleged
to have been cormitted; and the-court
before whonf any action'is prosecuted
under the provisions of this act shall
tax as part of the costs of the case
against the defendant on conyiction the
‘sum-of ten'dollars;to be paid when col-
lected to the attorney prosecuting such
action. ‘

The
tetimony before the coroner’s jury now
in session, shows that Swayze drew his
revolver first but that both fired simul-
taneously, Wilson received only a
sliﬁht flesh wound on one of his cheeks.
Wilson was arrested and is now in jail.

Another from Leavenworth
says: “The telegram from Topeka, an-
nouncing the killing of Swayze, editor
of the Blade, by John Wileon, created
an intense excitement. Three of his
children, one boy and two young ladies,
aged respectively sixteen, seveuteen
and ezighteen years are compositors in
the T@mes office. The terrible news
overwhelmed them with grief. The
.youngest -daughter went into: convul-
sion and her mind remains unsettled.
They are all intelligent persons and of
more than average ability and are high-
ly ‘esteemed for their courteous con-
‘duct. ‘A strange story 'connected with
this tragedy is the possession of a let-
ter in this city, written by Mr. Swayze
March 13th, in which he says he hasin-
formation that Wilson would kill him
as he was informed that parties were
influencing him to commit the deed.”
The T'tmes has the following special :
It seems that Swayze and Wilson met
in the alley in the rear of the Blade of-
fice. No one heard anything until they
were startled by the report of a pistol
shot. Wilson is wounded in two places
but it is not thought seriously. Swayu
z¢ was shot only once in the left breast,
the ball reaching the heart and produc-
ing almost instant death. He was car-
ried to the editorial room where he ex-
pired ina_.few. minutes. He was un-
conscious from the time he was shot.”

YHorticultural Bepartwment.

Douglas County Morticaltnral Soelety.

The monthly meeting of this society
was held at the university on Saturday,
March 17, 1877, President J. C. Vin-
cont called the meeting to order. .

Committee on Small Fruits, Mr. Un-
derwood, of North Lawrence, teported
as follows upon the propagation and
pruning of the Black Cap raspberry :

The Black Cap is o decided success with me.
I commenced the cultivation of a small patch
siX yearg ago. uring that time tth' have
never fajled eyen in the most untavorable sea-
.son tp yield atleast: half a crop. 1tis propa-
gated by putting the ends or tips of the new
growth under the soil to root. 'I'his should be
done in the latter part of August or inSep-
tember. Two ot three inches is, the proper
depth to put them. From the upward sl;qop,
formed at the tip, must come the plant. This
shoot should not be covered with goil much
over half an inch in transplanting ; for if cove'
ered too deep, it is’ sometimes eaten oft by
worms before it reaches the:surface. The
plants should be set about threc feet apart in
the row ; the rows not closer than six feet.
Open furrows with horse and plow in which
to set the plants, When wehave finighed set-
ting the plant the surface directly over it should
be a little lower than the general level of the
ground, and draw the soil towards it in culti-
vating, the first season. Summer pruning,
which consists in shearing halt an inch or more
from the tender ends of the new growth at Its
proper height, isa ver. important part of their
management. After the first year, this should
be done when the shoot has attained the height
of twenty inches to two feet, which will be in
the latter part of May. Side shoots should be
nipped also at about the same length. The
year they are set, prune shorter than this.
These two prunings are all that they require
through the summer : but to do this we should
go over them at intervals of a week. seven or
cight times, as only a few shoots will 'be high
enough to nip the first time. ‘Wheén only a lit-
tie of the tender end is taken off, it soon heals
over, and the plat t is not rendered more liable
to be winter-killed, as it would be it cut bick
into the new wood. The advantages of sum-
mer pruning are, first, the plants are kept low-
er, and are, therefore, less liable to be loosen-
ed or broken off by wind. They are more com-
pact, and, therefore, more easily cultivated
and taken care of. They will produce more
truit. Staking or tying is not required. The
canes should be shortened back in the spring,
if not done before, 8o as to give paths between
the rows for convenience in getting through
them.

Upon the report, Mr. Coleman said :
I concur in the report of the commit-
tee. as to the the first clipping of the
canes, but in the second, I would cut
much shorter, and follow with several
‘clippings, 8o as to secure more later-
als. Would use sections of blackberry
roots two or three inches in length, in
preference: to plants; open & furrow,
and drop the sections of roots in the
furrows, about four feet apart.

E. A. Coleman, committee on Small
Froits—The plants of this class of
fruitg have passed this winter, and ap-
pear at this time in a better condition
than has been the case for several years
prior. Raspberries promise & heavy
crop. Blackberries . promise well. ° I
hear they are being injured in some
places upen bottom lands. This is a
reversal of the general rule. Straw-
berries, set early in the season of 1876,
succéeded, while the late plantings
have failed. Gooseberrieslook weil.

Secretary—Late planting of "straw-
berries has not;failed with me; have
passed the winter iu fine coudition, and
in many instances at this time show &
newly formed sleaf. 1 Qu bieds, nok in-
tended—for,;frhﬁ_tfn “this season wonld
remove the mulching at this time. "On
those which . are designed to fruit, I
would mat . xemoye, the covering until
danger of spring frosts 8 past. .

Mr. Ayers—I wonld plant blackber-
ries four feet apart in rows, and rows
- ten feet apart. 1 clip the ends of the

canes in'sammer a§ 8oon a8’ the{ reach
three and one-fourth feet in height.
The canes upon my grounds.formed so
rapidly the past year were tender and
injured by the winter.

‘Mr. Manwaring—I would ask Mr.
Coleman if he allows his raspberry
canes to fruit the first year after plant-

ing? ‘

%/[r. Coleman—I would not,but cut
the canes back to the ground. Mr. Da
Lee's mslgerries fruited for eight or ten
years. He manured heavily.

Mr.Smith (North Lawrence)—Would
plant raspberries two feet apart in the
rows, aud rows gix to eight feet apart.
‘They become gelf-supporting in the
rows at two feet. :

Mr. Coleman—I would use a trellis
with a single wire, two and a half feel
from the ground, and not crowd the
plants into a two-foot space for self-

doubling up, henceis frequently known
by the common name of “Measuriug
‘worm.” Theyare @istributed by the
transgont‘ tion of ‘trees. in the spring
of theyear, from sections where they
are prevalent. Iam informed that Mr.
Weeks received his trees from an East-
ern State, and this explains, pr,oba’blir,
the appearance of this agecimeu. Itis
well for Kansas orchardists to be on
the alert, for unless properly informed
they may become the source of a seri-
ous injury to us.

The secretary stated that it had been
generally accepted that no conditions
could induce the codling moth to pass

dition during the winter season. That
on the 20th of February he had tound
the newly transformed moth flitting
around his lamp.

Prof. Snow explained, that to the re-
markably warm weather in February
could be attributed the appearance of
this moth, but that in no probability
would many of them appear.

The secretary asked that if such a
condition of weather should continue,
would it be the means of destroying
this insect in numbers appearing so out
of season.

E. A. Coleman, chairman gpecial com-
mittee to report on the proposition of
the officers of the university, to make
a home for the society in one of the va-
cant rooms, offered the following:

That this society is offered the free use .of
either of these rooms in which we are now as-
gembled and have been using for meetings,
dining, ete., on several occasions hitherto, for
the deposit of insect specimens, wood growth
collections of fruit,'books,’etc., fora library and

the assembling of the society during regular
and special meetings.

The report was accepted and com-
mittee discharged. :

-Committee on Vegetable Gardening,
H. Manwaring, made a valuable .re-
port, in general review of varieties
tested by him in Kansas, presenting a
list of the most valuable for use.

The president moved that when we
adjourn, it be to meet at the university,
on the third Saturday in April, and
said that he was highly gratified with
the most cordial welcome which had
been met us -on every occasion, by the
officers and professors of the university.

The motion was concurred in:

Mi. Deming stated that the Legisla-
ture had made an appropriation for
fencing the university grounds, partly

uponthe guarantees of individuals, that
